AGREEMENT FOR SUPPLY OF

 “APPROVED FILMS”

THIS AGREEMENT MADE ON THIS…..……………… DAY OF …………… TWO THOUSAND ………………… between M/s. INDIAN INFOTAINMENT MEDIA CORPORATION, having its office at B-108, Radium Appartment, Shreyas Colony, Goregaon(E), Mumbai-400 063 (hereinafter referred to as the “Distributor”) of the One Part  and Licencee:……………………………………………………………………………………………Address:…………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………… (hereinafter referred to as the “Exhibitor” holding a license for exhibition of Cinematographic films at…………………………………CINEMA situated at  ……………………………)  of the other part.

IT IS AGREED AND DECLARED AS FOLLOWS :

1. Subject to the terms and conditions here of,  the Distributor undertakes to supply to the Exhibitor such scientific films,  films intended for educational purposes, films dealing with News and Current Affairs or Documentary films as have been certified or approved by the Central or State Government for  general exhibition as the case may be.  These films are hereinafter referred to as “Approved Films”.

2. That this agreement shall be operational for ……… complete weeks from …………………………. to   …………………………. and remain in force till either of the parties issue 90 days written notice of termination of this agreement.

3. That the distributor agrees to supply and the exhibitor agrees to take print of “Approved Films” in 35 mm, in Hindi/English/Other Languages versions  duly certified by Censor board and approved by Film Advisory Board on the terms and conditions mentioned herein. Alternatively 16mm Print/VCD/DVD of “Approved Films” can also be supplied on request.

4. The “Approved Films” supplied by the distributor under this agreement are for exhibition in the “Said Cinema” and in one screen only and not for other purpose or use whatsoever.  In particular, this does not transfer any legal title in such films to the Exhibitor and the Exhibitor is expressly precluded from subletting, copying, duplicating and cutting or altering any portion of the film or recorded sound, except in so far as it required to conform to the Laws of Censorship.

5. The “Approved Films” delivered under this Agreement will be exhibited immediately before the commencement of the main film or before the commencement of the film after the interval and will be exhibited in all the shows performed by the Exhibitor.

6. It has been mutually agreed and finalized by both the parties that per week charges for “Approved Films” shall be : (a) 0.5% of the net collection and shall be paid by the exhibitor after every 4 weeks. OR (b)Rs.  ………………… (in words  Rs. ……… ………… ……………………………) and shall be paid in advance 

7. That the Exhibitor shall deposit a sum of Rs.2,000/- for each screen upon the    execution of this agreement as an interest free deposit, as security, to the distributor,    refundable at the time of termination of the agreement 

8. At the time of termination of this agreement if the print/prints of the “Approved Films”  is not handed over to our representative, four times the weekly charge will be charged for such wrongful detention.

9. That the exhibitor agrees to collect and return after screening the said “Approved Films” by his accredited representative in person/by courier at the M/s. Indian Infotainment Media Corporation office in Mumbai, or local subsidiary of iiMC if there is any.  The exhibitor also agrees to exchange the “Approved Films” as per routing instructions from the distributor, if required.  Exhibitor will bear one side expenses.

10. That the Exhibitor agrees to return the  “Approved Films”  in the same condition as the film was, when it was delivered ( normal wear and tear is allowed) in original container  to the accredited representatives  of the distributor from time to time, as per distributors instructions.

11. In the event of any prints/ prints of the “Approved Films” being lost, stolen, destroyed or damaged fully or partially, the Exhibitor agrees to pay non-negotiable sum of Rs.2,000=00 per print to the Distributor.  Such payment shall not transfer the title to or any interest in the film to the Exhibitor.

12. That it is further agreed by the exhibitor to pay the charges on the due date by demand draft issued in favour of M/s. Indian Infotainment media Corporation payable at Mumbai either by Registered post or in person to the authorised representative of Indian Infotainment Media Corporation.

13. That it is further agreed to exempt the charge of the “Approved Films” during actual closure of the cinema if it exceeds for more than one week for various reasons whatsoever, but the distributor should be informed well in time.

14.  All the taxes, fees or other charges new and / or hereinafter imposed directly or indirectly upon the Distributor or upon the Exhibitor for and on account of the distributor in connection with an arising out of the delivery and/or the Exhibition of the films supplied hereunder shall be borne and paid by the Exhibitor.  The Exhibitor shall pay to the Distributor on demand such taxes, fees and other like charges which the letter may be called upon to pay.  If the exhibitor does not wish to pay such taxes, fees or other charges and wishes to terminate the agreement he is free to do so, but he will have to pay such taxes, fees or other charges up to the date of termination of the agreement.

15. Any addition deletion revision or other alterations of the terms of the Agreement contained herein will be valid only if they are stated in writing and signed by or on behalf of the parties to the Agreement by persons duly authorized in this behalf.

16. In case of the Exhibitor being a firm all the members for the time being of the firm, shall be responsible and liable for the fulfillment of the agreement.  If the Exhibitor being individual, forms a partnership of incorporates his business or if the exhibitor is a partnership and the said partnership changes its form or dissolves or in the case of the Exhibitor being a company, if such company’s constitution is changed, the Exhibitor shall immediately notify the distributor by written notice of such changes and the Distributor shall be entitled in this discretion to determine this Agreement immediately.  Similarly, if the theatre is given to run on fixed hire, the party who has taken the theatre on fixed hire will abide by this agreement and will be responsible for fulfillment of this agreement.  This is the responsibility of the Exhibitor to get the confirmation of this effect from the party who has taken the theatre on fixed hire.  If the Exhibitor fails on this count, he will be responsible for all the payments to be made to the distributor and any losses to the distributor if any.

17. That the distributor agrees to provide CERTIFICATE OF SUPPLY OF APPROVED FILMS subject to the payments received from the exhibitor.

18. This agreement is valid and applicable for one screen of the theatre only.  If the theatre has more than one screen, separate agreement will be signed for each screen.

19. In case of any dispute whatsoever the matter shall be referred to the Film Federation of India, Mumbai for arbitration, whether during the currency or after the termination of this presents and whether in relation to the interpretation of these presents of to any act of commissions by either party or in relation to any other matter whatsoever touching this presents or the transaction refer to herein shall be referred for decision of the Arbitration under the Arbitration and Conciliation act, under the existing Arbitration rules and enforce at the time of arising of the disputes. If either party decides to go to court of law, the jurisdiction will be Mumbai Courts only.

20. The Exhibitor admits that he has read this Agreement and that he fully understands the meaning of each and every clause and has signed this agreement with the full knowledge of the conditions and obligations herein imposed and which he willingly incurs and assumes.
